About Our Work 

Bill McFarland 
 

 We have been reading Exodus and First Peter at the same time in our Bible 
reading these last few days.  This circumstance has provided us cause to reflect on 
a very important question for all of us who are in Christ.  It is this:  how are we 
whose citizenship is in heaven to conduct ourselves during the time of our stay on 
earth?  Peter’s answer is that we should understand ourselves as sojourners and 
pilgrims, much as Israel was when they were passing through the wilderness on 
their way to the land of promise.  The apostle uses this theme several times in his 

letter. 

 Consider how such an understanding of ourselves would have to impact our 
attitudes and actions.  With this concept in mind, we would see ourselves as a 
people and not merely as scattered individuals (1 Pet. 1:1, 2).  We would recognize 
the need to reflect the character of the Father to whom we belong and to be ready 
to give account to him, so we would live as if in his presence throughout our 
journey (1:15-17).  We would remember that brought out of futility to begin this 
journey by redemption at a very precious price (1:18, 19).  We would realize the 
urgency of abstaining from lusts which would wage war against our being and 
hinder us from ever arriving in the land of our citizenship (2:11).  We would see the 
importance of conducting ourselves in such a manner that those who look upon our 

lives as we pass through might honor the God who is leading us home (2:12). 

 Those who through Christ are “a people for God’s own possession” will 
always be “sojourners and exiles” wherever God is not recognized and obeyed as 
God.  If we are to stand firm in our faith (5:9) and in his grace (5:12), we will need 

to be able to appreciate what an honor that designation may be.

The weather was not good, but the fellowship and the 
spiritual instruction were.  We were challenged and encouraged by excellent 
studies on “Christ and Culture in Corinthians.”

At the elementary level the young  student soon learns that one plus one equals two and two plus two equals 

four. After this simple mathematic equation is learned, usually the first grader has the foundation laid for all 

other math problems of the future.

These are just a few of the many simple commands which God 

offers to us and we have the choice of responding if we will.  I often wonder how many thousands of dollars are spent by 

some who are seeking answers to their complex problems while all the time the answer is given in a simple God given 

equation of ñtwo plus two equals fourò.
