WHAT DO YOU THINK OF GOOD AND EVIL? 
 

 

 The prophets of Israel strongly rebuked their people’s wrong 
attitudes toward good and evil.  Micah challenged leaders who had 
begun to “hate the good, and love the evil” (Mic. 3:2).  Isaiah cried out 
against “them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for 
light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for 
bitter!”  (Isa. 5:20) 
 
 Their people had started admiring the wicked and feeling 
uncomfortable around the righteous.  Before long they were 
proclaiming that the wicked were the righteous.  Our own society is 
suffering from a similar reversal of values. 
 
 And what does the God of heaven think of this tendency?  On the 
one hand, a person who justifies the wicked and condemns the 
righteous is an abomination to the Lord (Prov. 17:15).  On the other 
hand, one who honors those who fear the Lord and despises those who 
are reprobates will dwell with God (Ps. 15:4). 
 
 The practice of evil, of course, is a tragedy.  But it is an even 
greater tragedy when the Lord’s people are so in love with the world 
that they can’t tell the difference between right and wrong, and have 
more admiration for evil than for good. 
 
 Where such thinking exists, it urgently needs to be changed.  
Amos demanded of Israel, “Seek good, and not evil, that ye may live … 
Hate the evil, and love the good …”  (Amos 5:14, 15). 
 
 We need to listen to him, too.  There is a difference between 
good and bad.  Goodness is to be honored and sought.  Evil is to be 
recognized for what it is and rejected. 
 
 Let us be sure our affections are well-placed, and our values are 
right-side-up.

“What the world needs now is not a NEW GOSPEL but a return to the old.”  These were the lead-in words of 

Brother C. E. McGaughey’s famous sermon by this same title.  He was one of the most successful 

brotherhood evangelists of the mid years of the last century.  I had the privilege of hearing this wonderful 

sermon which, no doubt, led many people to Jesus Christ as he delivered these powerful words across the land.  It was 

sermons like this which resulted in one of the fastest growing periods of the Lord’s church in modern times.  The main 

emphasis of the sermon was the need to return to God’s Word for all that we believe and practice.  Now, since Jesus is 

the “same yesterday, today and foreverò (Heb. 13:8) and since He promised that ñheaven and earth may pass away, but 

my words shall not pass awayò (Matt.24:35), doesn’t it stand to reason that what has worked so successfully in one 

period of time would work in another?   The bible has been given to man by the inspiration of God (2nd Tim. 3:16) and its 

purpose was to supply mankind “unto all good works.ò  Here again, it was not just limited to those of the first century or 

the forties, fifties, and sixties of the last century - but for all time. What better time than this to fulfill  the needs of our 

own age but to “return to the old gospel.”  It still has the ñpower to saveò (Rom. 1:16).
