A few seasons ago one of the popular songs of the day was “This Ole House” by Stuart Hamblen.  The first and 

last lines of the chorus read like this: “I ain’t gonna need this house no longer....I’m a-gettin’ ready to meet the 

saints.”  The Apostle Paul used the metaphor of a house to teach a lesson about our body.  ñFor we know that if 

our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in 

the heavensò (2nd Cor.
