week. It has a relevance which comes up frequently in everyday life.

#H647 (v.1,2,4) It’s because loneliness and doubt so often run together. Remember when

#442 Elijah, weary and afraid, came to the cave at Horeb thinking his zeal for the Lord
had not made much difference. He felt that he was all alone (1 Kings 19:9, 10).
Opening Prayer John the Baptist found himself in danger and alone in Herod’s prison — not
Tom Meeks exactly the reward for courageous service which might have been expected. He

wondered, “Is Jesus the one, or should I be looking for someone else?” (cf. Matt.

#291 (v.12,4) 11:3).

#951 And the singer of the seventy-third Psalm looked around at how well the
wicked seemed to be doing, comparing their ease with his own struggles. He began
Communion to doubt whether his efforts to keep a pure heart and clean hands were worth it (v.
Jeremy Thurlkill 13, 14). A sense of extreme loneliness must have begun to settle over him.

But there has always been an answer to this slippery slope of doubt. It is
realizing that someone is for your, working with you. Think of it. God gave Elijah
a co-worker to go with him. Jesus sent John the reassurance that he was at work.
And the issue was resolved for our singer when he thought, “Whom have I in heaven

TAKING HOLD OF OUR OWN ACTIONS

On Pentecost day, the beginning of the church, Peter stood up and preached what has often been called the first

z gospel sermon. After reminding his audience of their guilt in crucifying the Christ and their plea of “what must
we do,” Peter then delivered these famous words: “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost” (Acts 2:38). After laying down the correct
information, he then gave another command: “Save yourselves from this untoward generation” (Acts 2:40). In like
manner, the Apostle Paul wrote to the Philippians and said: “work out your own salvation with fear and trembling” (Phil
2:12). Any reasonably good bible student knows that we do not have the power in and of ourselves to remove all the sins
in our lives. This can only be done through the grace and mercy of God. He has set the terms of our salvation which
apply to all mankind. He has also created us in such a splendid fashion that we are able to control our own actions.
Salvation from God is a free gift (Rom. 5:15-18); however, God does not force His gift upon us. We, as those
responsible for our own actions, must take hold of our actions and obey the gospel of faith, repentance, confession of
Christ and baptism. The same is true in all our actions. We must step up and take control.
