As we have been reading the last half of Romans, | have been noticing how
people who are being saved by the power of the gospel think of God. Our picture of
him impacts our relationship with him and influences everything else in our lives.
Notice the way the apostle speaks of him in the final two chapters of this profound
letter.

He is the God of endurance and encouragement. ‘“May the God of endurance
and encouragement grant you to live in such harmony with one another, in accord with
Christ Jesus, that together you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore welcome one another as Christ has welcomed you, for the
glory of God” (15:5-7).

He is the God of hope. “May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in
believing, so that by the power of the Holy Spirit you may abound in hope” (15:13).

He is the God of peace. “May the God of peace be with you all.
Amen” (15:33). “The God of peace will soon crush Satan under your feet. The grace
of the Lord Jesus Christ be with you™ (16: 20).

Each of these descriptions of our heavenly Father has to do with what he means
in the lives of his children. He can be such a Father to us because he is “the eternal
God” (16:26) and “the only wise God” (16:27). May we give him his place in our
manner of life.
